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Kootenay Cup Race

holding sprint races of our own over the 1 km Night 
Loop (0.5 km for Atoms and Mini Atoms).  66 
skiers took part, with two Midget skiers from 
Whitefish, Montana. 

Everybody started out by skiing a time-trial 
around the loop.  With the results of this trial, skiers 
were then seeded into heats and finals.  For the 
heats and finals times were not recorded, but the 
winner of the heats moved on to the next round.
